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There are close to 200,000 people in the world with cochlear implants. Implants for young deaf children are fast becoming commonplace, if not the norm, as they have been demonstrated consistently to contribute to language development and academic achievement. Yet, given the diversity of deaf children, results are variable, and even those who are considered "successful" implant users often hear only as much as hard-of-hearing children. Is that enough to offer them sufficient access to communication in the classroom? How should we teach students with implants? How do pre-implant communication skills affect post-implant language, cognitive, & academic progress?





The answers to such questions are under investigation, and this one-day conference will provide insights into what we know, what we don't know, and what we need to know about language and learning by students with cochlear implants. Leading investigators in the field will describe recent and future work, and discussions involving them, student implant users, and others will provide valuable insights into the science and practice of CIs in education.
